	Antonello Sanna, Full Professor of Technical Architecture, was Director of the Department of Civil, Environmental Engineering and Architecture of the University of Cagliari (2012 - 2018), Coordinator of the PhD in Architecture (2009 - 2013) and since 2014 is a member of the College of the ICAR Doctorate of the University of Cagliari. He was Director of the Department of Architecture from 2006 to 2009, and Dean of the Faculty of Architecture from 2009 to 2012.

He was President of the National Scientific Society of the Disciplinary Sector of Technical Architecture (Ar.Tec) and of the Commission for National Scientific Qualification 2016-2018.

He was Coordinator from 2006 to 2012 of the II Level Master in "Recovery and Conservation of Modern Architecture", and from 2013 to 2017 of the Master in "Green Building" promoted by the University of Cagliari with international collaborations.
